Cattle are rotated to new pastures 1-2 times daily along with heifers and dry cows being moved every 1-2 days.
	Describe_livestock_if_available_numbers_milking_yo: We have 260 cows currently milking with similar number of youngstock.  We have a mixed breed herd of 40 jerseys, 30 Holsteins, and the balance are crosses of Holstein, montebeliarde, Swedish red, fleckveih, jersey.
